JOINT ADDRESS BY THE PRESIDENT OF THE INSTITUTE FOR URBAN ECONOMICS
AND THE CHAIRPERSON OF THE IUE BOARD OF TRUSTEES

2 01 2was characterized
by the growing
global recession and quest for
new opportunities to enhance the
competitiveness of the Russian
economy. In 2012, the IUE agenda
was topped by issues related
to increasing the efficiency of
state regulation and municipal
governance with a view to create
comfortable conditions for life and
business operations in cities. IUE
also continued its longstanding
activities to ensure scientific,
analytical, methodological and legislative support to the
state housing policy aimed at expanding social opportunities
for improving housing conditions of various groups of
population.
IUE's active participation in the development of the new
component of the housing policy - the rental housing market
development has significantly contributed to scaling up the
opportunities for satisfying housing needs. As commissioned
by the State Duma of the Russian Federation, IUE prepared a
draft federal law envisaging amendments to the Housing Code
of the Russian Federation and individual

federal laws with a view to establish a new HOWEVER, OUR SPECIAL PRIDE 15 GOOD
institute in the housing sector — a non-  RELATIONS WITH DUR PARTNERS. WE COULD

profit_housing rental, primarily, for the HAVEHARDLY ACHIEVED THE DESIRABLE

Institute participated in designing local standards of urban
planning for the city of Perm and in implementing a number
of other projects across Russian cities.

IUE continues to actively cooperate with representatives of
business communities. The investigation of administrative
barriers in housing construction implemented by IUE in
2011 for the National Association of Builders was followed
in 2012 by the monitoring and evaluation of the information
transparency of authorities and organizations responsible for
housing construction-related procedures. Unfortunately, the
results of the evaluation made by IUE once again proved to be
disappointing: the transparency of the administrative process
in this area stays only at 32% of the desired level.

IUE continues to actively participate in the implementation
of international projects, including the projects of the
World Bank on reforming the system of state registration
of rights to real property and enhancing the efficiency
of the housing and utility sector, and the EBRD project
on improving the energy performance of public sector
buildings, which are implemented by these financial
institutions within the framework of agreements concluded
with the Government of the Russian Federation. 2012 was
the final year of our cooperation with the US Agency for
International Development, which successfully continued for
14 years. Within the framework of the USAID
grant programs, we managed to facilitate
the development of core institutes of the real
property market in Russian cities based on

citizens whose low income rules out any RESULTS WITHOUT PRODUCTIVE COOPERATION  international practices with due account for the

possibility of purchasing housing in the W[[H [HEM

market.

IUE also took part in designing the State

Program “Providing Affordable and Comfortable Housing
and Utility Services to the Citizens of the Russian Federation”,
including the development of the concept of a new priority
project on improving the affordability of housing for
economically active population (households) via scaling up
economy-class housing construction.

The Institute also made a major contribution to the
development of new laws on capital repairs and energy
efficient upgrading of multi-family buildings. This new
legislation enables Russian citizens to select one of the two
options: to save money either on the regional operator’s
account, or on the account of the building (homeowners
association/housing construction cooperative). In our
opinion, the existence of such alternatives is very important
for the citizens who own dwellings in multi-family buildings.

In 2012, IUE also strongly focused on improving the regional
and local regulatory framework. For example, the Institute
developed a draft law on beautification of the city of Moscow,
and designed recommendations for adjusting the procedures
of public hearings on town planning activity in Moscow. The

specificities of our country, and to promote the

dissemination of efficient models for organizing

urban management in various areas. We are
very grateful to the USAID for the support extended to us.
We are also proud of many other notable achievements in
2012 described in more detail in the Annual Report. However,
our special pride is good relations with our partners. We could
have hardly achieved the desirable results without productive
cooperation with them. We would like to use this opportunity
to once again express our gratitude to our colleagues from
the bodies of state power and local governments, for-
profit and non-profit organizations, public associations and
business-communities, scientific and academic centers,
donor organizations, international organizations and media
outlets for their support of our activities.

RENTAL HOUSING STOCK DEVELOPMENT - A NEW PRIRITY OF THE STATE HOUSING POLICY

international practices have demonstrated, the
ASrentaI of dwelling units enables to meet the

housing needs of many groups of population who
cannot afford to purchase housing in the market, or prefer, for
different reasons, to preserve a high level of mobility. This is
especially relevant for megapolises where a well-developed
rental housing sector makes it possible to ensure employment
and development of new industries.
However, for the present, the rental housing sector in Russia
does not play a major role in addressing housing problems of
citizens.
Today, the development of the rental housing stock is
becoming one of priorities of the state housing policy.
Decree #600 by the President of the Russian Federation,
of May 7, 2012, “On Measures to Provide Affordable and
Comfortable Housing to the Citizens of the Russian Federation
and Enhance the Quality of Housing and Utility Services” set
the target to create a market of affordable rental housing and
develop the non-profit housing stock for the citizens with
moderate and slightly below moderate income.
The state program “Providing Affordable and Comfortable
Housing and Utility Services to the People of Russia” for the
period of 2013-2020, which was designed with an active
participation of the Institute for Urban Economics, specifies
measures aimed at the development of non-profit housing
organizations that should provide affordable housing to
citizens, including the long-term rental housing.

To provide the legal and technical support to the
rental housing stock development in the Russian
Federation, in 2012, IUE implemented a number of
research works and designed several deliverables.

1. “Designing and Substantiating a Set of Measures
to Develop the Rental Housing Sector in Russia”
(Ordered by the Agency for Housing Mortgage Lending).

2. “Drawing Up a Concept of Legislative Proposals to
Create Proper Conditions for the Development of
the Institute of Rental Housing in Russia” (Ordered by
the Agency for Housing Mortgage Lending) .

IMPROVING HOUSING AFFORDABILITY FOR POPULATION VIA SCALING UP THE ECONOMY-CLASS HOUSING CONSTRUCTION

actively participated in the development of the
I U Econcept of a new priority project on improving

the affordability of housing for economically
active population (households) via scaling up economy-
class housing construction. The Concept was integrated in
the State Program “Providing Affordable and Comfortable
Housing and Utility Services to the Citizens of the Russian
Federation’, approved by the Russian Federation Government
Resolution #2227-p, dated November 30, 2012.
As ordered by the OAO “Agency for Housing Mortgage
Lending’, IUE experts prepared a version of the Procedure for
the Priority Project Implementation, which regulates in detail
the interaction of all participants of such project, including
their functions and obligations. The priority project is aimed at
developing mechanisms for satisfying the potential housing
demand of the households that cannot afford to purchase
housing at the current market prices but would like to and
could purchase housing at the prices lower than the market
price using individual savings and borrowings.
Within the project framework, we can expect the construction
of the economy-class housing, which will be purchased by
citizens at fixed prices — not higher than 80% of the average
market price for similar dwelling units and not exceeding 30
thousand Rubles per 1 square meter of the total floor space
of the dwelling unit. The priority project will be centered on
the satisfaction of the demand of households that need to
improve their housing conditions and fall into the category of
economically active population within the age range of 20-45
years, who cannot afford to purchase housing at the current
market prices using their individual savings and borrowings.
The project will contribute to improving the affordability of
housing not only through the construction of the economy-
class housing sold at fixed prices lower than the market price,

As expected, the reduction of expenditures and risks associated
with the economy-class housing construction within the
framework of the priority project implementation can be
ensured by the following:

«  organizational assistance in identifying and coordinating the
demand of the foregoing households for the economy-class housing
at fixed prices;
soft terms of allocation of land plots for comprehensive
development in the interests of housing construction or for housing
construction proper; these are the land plots in federal ownership,
in the ownership of the Russian Housing Development Foundation,
in regional and municipal ownership, or the land plots, the state
ownership to which has not been delimitated;

ithin the framework of the EBRD project “Russian
WUrban Housing Energy Efficiency Program — Model

and Regulatory Framework Development’, IUE has
developed a model for financing capital repairs of multi-
family buildings, which envisages an establishment of a fund
for capital repairs in each individual multi-family building.
The assets of this fund supplemented by the contributions
made by the owners of dwelling units, as well as the loans
mobilized shall be expended for the purposes of capital
repairs and energy efficient upgrading of the multi-family
building, pursuant to the resolution by the general meeting
of the owners.
The organizational-financial model recommended by IUE
necessitated certain amendments to the Housing Code of
the Russian Federation in accordance with Federal Law #271-
FZ, dated December 25, 2012, “On Making Amendments to
the Housing Code and Individual Legal Acts of the Russian
Federation and on Recognizing Individual Provisions of
Legal Acts of the Russian Federation as Ceased to Be in
Force” The first version of the draft law mentioned only the
establishment of regional operators for capital repairs, who
would conduct capital repairs on buildings in accordance
with a certain queuing mechanism and would use toward this
end mandatory contributions by housing owners for capital
repairs. However, the final version of the law, due to the active
position of IUE experts, contains an important alternative to
the aforesaid: from now on the owners of dwelling units in the
multi-family building can keep the mandatory contributions
for capital repairs on the bank account of the building and
spend them only in the interests of their building.
IUE has developed proposals for designing guidelines with
regard to regulatory legal acts of federal and regional levels so
as to implement the new system of financing capital repairs of
multi-family buildings.

ssues of improving the quality of utility services and
Ienhancing the performance reliability of utility systems
have been acquiring the growing importance for the socio-

economic development of the country. They can be tackled
only in the event of mobilization of private investments.
The research conducted by IUE for the Federal Tariff Service
of Russia reviews the practices of managing and regulating
water supply and sanitation sectors, as well as centralized
heat supply systems in a number of countries of Europe and
Americas. The expert analysis of international practices of
managing the utility sector and regulating tariffs enabled
to identify stylized facts of both tariff setting for consumers
and implementing certain approaches to ensure the
attractiveness of the utility sector to investors. The research
resulted in the development of proposals aimed at changing
the current tariff regulation system in the Russian Federation,
including the following few:

- use of appropriate criteria of affordability of tariffs for
utility services and enhancement of mechanisms of
social assistance in paying housing and utility bills;

- enhancement of the tariff regulation methodology
based on the development of targeting and creation of a
benchmarking system in regulatory agreements;

« implementation of multiple-rate (double-rate) tariffs to
create the motivation to consume resources rationally
and reduce suppliers’ financial risks;

« shift from regulated tariffs to contractual ones in
the event of tendering for long-term public-private
partnership contracts of concession type; inclusion of the
so-called “tariff plan” of a potential concessionaire in the
list of tender eligibility criteria.

In particular, the Draft Law recommends to create an
insurance system within the framework of the registration
system, and to impose minimal additional charges on the
citizens who register their rights to the real property units,
for example, in the form of a certain fixed percentage of the
real property price specified in the agreement. Such charges
should be accumulated in a special guarantee fund of the
body for state registration of rights, which could be used to
pay compensations equal to the cost of such property (but
not exceeding 10 million Rubles).

The LSUP were approved by Resolution #104-M of the
Administration of the city of Perm on December 26,2012, and
comprise the following:
. estimated indicators of favorable habitability
conditions’ provision to the citizens of Perm (for example, the
indicators of availability of pre-school education institutions,
out-patient hospitals, landscaped public areas intended for
recreation and sports);
. provisions on ensuring reconciliation of indicators of
urban planning (including provisions on the system of urban
land planning in the city of Perm).
The LSUP for the city of Perm have certain specificities. Firstly,
the values of respective standards in this document are
differentiated by various types of the city territories (by types
of urban environment). These territories (standard areas with
regulated favorable habitability conditions), to which the
LSUP are tied, delimitate relevant residential functionality
zones, which were approved as an integral part of the general
plan of the city of Perm.
Secondly, the LSUP for the city of Perm contain not only the
standards, but also the rules for preparing documents on
physical planning as applied to various situations.
The foregoing territorial differentiation of standards, along
with the rules on physical planning, enable to purposefully
influence the process of improving the quality of the urban
environment taking into account its specificities in different
parts of the city.

REPUBLIC OF SAKHA (YAKUTIA): 1 RUBLE SPENT BY
A TOURIST - 1.5 RUBLES FOR THE REGION ECONOMY

Development of the Republic of Sakha (Yakutia), in

conjunction IUE, conducted an evaluation of the direct
and indirect impact of the tourist industry on the economy
and calculated the multiplicative effect of the tourism
development.
The calculations revealed the following: in 2009 one Ruble
spent by a tourist yielded additional 37 kopeks, whereas
in 2010 it yielded 54 kopeks for the region economy. The
Table below compares the values of the multiplier of tourism
developmentin the Republic of Sakha (Yakutia) and shows the
multipliers for other regions/countries calculated according
to a similar technique.
The Ministry for Entrepreneurship and Tourism Development
of the Republic of Sakha (Yakutia) resolved to use the
model kit designed by IUE for preparing decisions on the
implementation of actions and programs aimed at tourism
development in the Republic.

Within the project framework, IUE experts have been

and utility areas.
Special attention is focused on different options for
restructuring utility enterprises with a view to mobilizing
private investments and improving the quality of provided
utility services. As regards the urban housing issues, much
emphasis is placed on the rational structuring of relationships
between management organizations, resource suppliers and
clearing centers.

STRATEGIC DEVELOPMENT OF RURAL SETTLEMENTS
WITHIN A LARGE URBAN AGGLOMERATION

he Administration of the rural settlement Fedoskinskoye
T(hereinafter Fedoskinskoye) of Mytischi district of

Moscow Oblast, in partnership with IUE, is designing a
Comprehensive Program for Local Development up to 2020.
An expert review of the socio-economic situation there
proved that Fedoskinskoye has a whole range of truly unique
attributes: high level of budget support; rapid weakening
of agricultural functionality; residential trends prevailing in
migration flows; rich history; a substantial potential of culture,
nature and landscape.
Within the framework of the designed draft Comprehensive
Program, experts recommended a list of activities united
by the principle of sustainable local development. The list
includes the establishment of a public fund; creation of a
handicraft business park; development of new tourist routes.
In addition, they proposed some specific approaches, for
example, creating incentives for local registration of the
persons who reside in Fedoskinskoye in their “second homes".
The proposed approach will enable to maintain and fully use
the high potential of this territory explained by its location
within a large Moscow agglomeration, and minimize the
existing risks and threats to the development of the settlement.

In 2012, IUE website continued to draw a lot of attention:

More than
100 news items were placed on IUE website in 2012, and
the archive of analytical materials was constantly upgraded

qualitative rather than quantitative shortage of

land plots may be explained by high administrative

barriers, difficulties associated with connection of
sites to infrastructure networks, and insufficient financing
of construction. However, a possible reason behind the slow
involvement of land plots in housing construction process
is the conscious strategy of developers to limit the housing
completion and maintain the high rate of return rather than
the mass of profits in the construction sector.
This work enabled the experts to obtain, for the first time ever,
numerical evaluations of the price elasticity of housing supply
in the housing construction markets. The lowest positive
price elasticity was in the Republic of Tatarstan (0.34), and
the highest — in Leningradskaya Oblast (2.95). The elasticity of
new housing supply in Moscow is only slightly different from
zero, which means that the growth of housing prices does not
entail an increased supply of new housing.
The evaluations of the elasticity of housing supply in Russian
housing construction markets enable to make a conclusion
about low sensitivity of the housing construction sector to
the shocks of demand.
